Up Another $900 Million in
Spending Promises

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Lingenfelter Spending Spree Now Over $1.8 Billion

Today's health care announcement by NDP Leader Dwain Lingenfelter adds another $900
million over four years to the NDP's taxpayer-funded spending spree.

Lingenfelter failed to provide a cost estimate of his most expensive promise - opening 30
community clinics over the next four years.

According to the Saskatoon Community Clinic Annual Report available here:
http://www.saskatooncommunityclinic.ca/pdf/2010-2011-annual-report.pdf, that clinic
costs about $10.8 millon a year to operate. About 70 per cent of the funding comes
from the provincial government. That means each new community clinic would require
about §7 million a year in provincial funding.

That's $210 million a year for 30 clinics, or $840 million over four years. The other items
in Lingenfelter's health announcement will cost about $60 million over four years.

That brings the total cost of Lingenfelter's taxpayer-funded spending spree to over $1.8
billion dollars over four years, which is far in excess of the estimated budget surplus for
the next four years. That means huge deficits, higher taxes or both.
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
